Vice President Ms. Susan Cyr called the Synod Council meeting to order at 6:18 P.M., Thursday, July 8, 2010, at Bishop Jeff Barrow’s home, 5715 Evarit Drive, Racine, WI.   A quorum was declared.   Opening devotions were given by council members as they recalled their experiences at the 2010 synod assembly. Listed as most notable were the worship services, the ministry fair, the El Salvador area, Mary Meyer for all her amazing work, the attitude and spirit was positive, Jeremy Johnson and his IT presentation, child care was excellent. Bishop Jeff Barrow concluded the reflection time with prayer.
NOTE: It was a concensus of the synod council that we should also recognize those ordained 40 years, in addition to those ordained 25 and 50 years. The council wants those persons included in the annual recognition event from now on.
 Bishop’s Report
It was voted to call to special service the Rev. Jessica Short as pastor of the Lutheran Campus Ministry, UWM, half-time, paid for by Lutheran Campus Ministry, a renewable two year term call.

It was voted to call to special service the Rev. Rachel Young Binter as pastor of the Lutheran Campus Ministry, Marquette University, three-fourths time, paid for by Lutheran Campus Ministry, a renewable two year term call.
It was voted to call to special service the Rev. Sandra Chrostowski as full-time Director of Evangelical Mission for the synod, paid three-fourths by the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, beginning August 15. 

 Treasurer’s Report



Synod treasurer, Mr. Lee Johnston, gave the financial report, noting that giving is ahead of expectations at this time for this year, and ahead of last year’s income at this time. We were shown where the help for Pentecost Lutheran Church was accounted for. It was also noted that the money from the offering from Bishop Jeff Barrow’s installation is not yet distributed. Mr. Johnston also pointed out where in the income-expense report the money spent for the Rogers Street property is being accounted for.

Synod Assembly for 2011

The issues revolve around an appropriate date and schedule so that more youth can more easily be involved, the location of the assembly to address costs, and the length of time needed to provide time together as well as handle business.

The synod council was informed that an appraisal will take place in the next week on the property, after which the interested buyers will have a chance to bid on the property.
