Call to Order
Vice President Ms. Susan Cyr called the Synod Council meeting to order at 6:20 P.M., Thursday, January 13, 2011, at Adoration Lutheran Church, Greenfield, WI.   A quorum was declared.   Opening devotions were given by Bishop Jeff Barrow.   
The council voted to give the Staff of the Greater Milwaukee Synod, Pr. Sandy Chrostowski, and Pr. Chuck Brummond, as well as Ms. Carol Ropel, voice at this meeting.  
The bishop, the Rev. Jeff Barrow, provided a written report and then made comments on issues that were pertinent to the ministry of the Synod. He spoke about the reorganization of the Coalition, the LIFT Project involved in the ecology of the ELCA, the synod assembly, the town hall meetings of the clusters, the first vote  by Calvary Lutheran Church to leave the ELCA, the Pentecost/Divine Word issue, the personnel committee and the need for a council member to join that committee, an update on our synod staff which is now complete, and the Koosman fund for retired pastors. The bishop also provided the council with a list of those elections that will need nominations for the 2011 assembly. 
The council voted to name the present synod-managed retired pastor’s fund the Elizabeth and Pr. Konrad Koosmann Fund for Retired Pastors. 
Synod  treasurer, Mr. Lee Johnston, reported that the present expense level is below expectations and giving is also below expectations. A budget hearing will be held at Redeemer Lutheran Church, 19th and Wisconsin, at 10 a.m., January 29, 2011.
Under Old Business discussion too place about “Beyond our Walls,” the Rogers Street Property  which is closer to being sold either as an outright purchase or a land contract. 
The Youth at Assembly Task force is still working on implementation procedures.
The synod Personnel Committee has two persons who have agreed to serve. A synod council person still has to be determined. 
Under new business there was discussion about the Churchwide Assembly (August 14 – 20, 2011) and the need for several pre-assembly meetings for the voting members. Dates have not been decided.
It was voted that the synod council approve the following events for 2011 under the auspices of Outreach for Hope: “A Dollar a Day for Poverty,” during Lent, “Family Bike ride and Picnic” fundraiser the first Saturday after Labor Day, and “Day of Hope.”
Notice: Synod-wide fundraisers require permission from the Synod Council
 

The council discussed the fact that our synod constitution requires any group, committee or organization that seeks to raise funds through congregations on our territory must receive prior permission before conducting the appeal from the synod council. Reference Synod constitution S15.21. which states: “No appeal to congregations of this or any other synod of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America for the raising of funds shall be conducted by congregations or organizations related to or affiliated with this synod without the consent of the Synod Assembly or the Synod Council.”
